“Whether your interests lie in checking
local news or keeping up with current events from around the world,
NewsConnect can help you find what you are looking for,” she said.

March 26, 2001

New Board Members

2001 Operating Budget — Status Report

The City Librarian reviewed for the Board the 2001 budget process to date including the outcome of the review with the Budget
Advisory Committee on March 26, 2001. The Budget Advisory Committee asked the Library Board to consider the impact of a 3.3
percent increase over the Library’s 2000 Adjusted Base Operating Budget and to report to the Committee on its recommendations.

This recommendation requires a reduction of $3.2 million to the Library’s 2001 budget submission including $464,600 in
further service reductions. The Budget Advisory Committee directed the Board to look at options to achieve the $464,600 in
savings without reducing library collections or branch hours.

It was moved and carried that:

(1) The Toronto Public Library Board communicate to the Budget Advisory Committee its appreciation of the Committee’s
recognition of the Library’s Operating Budget pressures, especially with respect to Pay Equity; and

(2) The Library Board is committed to achieving $233,000 in further reductions through reduced staffing for the beginning and
the end of the Sunday season and through the annualization of savings in program adjustments; and

(3) The Library Board will make every effort to achieve the additional $231,600 requested by the Budget Advisory Committee by
means of a thorough review of branch hour and library collection reductions, and, if a further review of non-program areas
identifies any further possible efficiencies, these will be used to offset possible service reductions.

2001 - 2005 Capital Budget

The City Librarian reported the following information concerning the Budget Advisory Committee’s response to the Library’s

Capital Budget presentation:

(a) The St. James Town New Construction project has been deferred to 2002 with the exception of $150,000 for design costs for
the project.

(b) The renovations to the Runnymede, McGregor Park, Long Branch and Beaches branches have been deferred until 2002. The
Committee has requested visits to the Runnymede, McGregor Park, Long Branch and Beaches branches for Committee
members.

(c) The theatre component of the Malvern renovation has been removed from the project.

It was also moved and carried that:

(1) The Toronto Public Library Board communicate to the Budget Advisory Committee its concerns regarding the deferral of the
capital budget renovations for the Runnymede, McGregor Park, Long Branch and Beaches branches especially relating to State
of Good Repair issues, and that

(2) The Toronto Public Library Board welcomes the opportunity to provide the members of the Budget Advisory Committee
with a tour of the Runnymede, McGregor Park, Long Branch and Beaches branches.

Official Mark for Historicity: Toronto Then and Now and SmallBizXpress: Information for Ontario
Staff were authorized to take necessary steps to register official marks for these new gateways.
